Your truck is your business card to the outside world. As a representative of Caravan, our reputation 

rides along with you on your trips, and working in a clean environment counts towards your 

professionalism as a driver. 

 

The exterior as well as the interior of your vehicle should be clean and presentable. The exterior should 

be washed once monthly either at a Truck Wash or here in our Oakville terminal for the scheduled 

weekly Truck Wash Tuesday or Wednesdays. If you are here on another day and want to power wash 

your truck, you may do so at the power wash bay on the north-west side of the building in our Oakville 

Yard. The warehouse employees will direct you to the pressure washer, and provided the area is not 

obstructed with parked tractor-trailers, you are free to use the pressure washer. 

 

The interior of your truck should be maintained so that is remains as tidy as when you received the 

unit when you were hired. During routine tractor-trailer inspections, if the shop mechanics notice that 

the interior of your vehicle is very dirty, you will receive a letter asking that you clean your truck. If the 

unit is still dirty when inspected again, the truck interior will be cleaned, and the driver will be billed 

the cost of cleaning. 

 

If you want your truck interior detailed, our on-site truck detailing is being handled by Aron Riedel, and 

you may negotiate a rate with him and schedule your truck cleaning by emailing him at this address

Caravan’s policy has always 

been that Trailers must be 

swept after delivery, and we 

are enforcing said policy by 

issuing brooms to all Company 

Drivers, along with a sign off 

form for said item. 

 

Similar to items such as your 

bolt cutters, pad locks and so 

forth, brooms are reusable 

and will be returned upon 

termination, or the cost of the 

lost/misplaced item will be 

charged back to the driver. 

Please take advantage of the 

tools we provide you to 

succeed with. A clean trailer 

can mean the difference 

between getting loaded first 

or last. Don’t be the last one 

loaded because you forgot to 

sweep the trailer out.
